features 3,800 sf of retail leased to several recognized tenants,
plus a converted carriage house in the rear that generates extra
income as storage space and from a two-bedroom, 900-sf apart-
ment on the second level.

“It’s a nice, quaint property that does quite well,” says
KeyPoint VP Jonathan Aron, named exclusive listing agent for
the asset at 236 Teaticket Highway. Also known as Route 28, the
thoroughfare sees 23,000 vehicles pass by Teaticket Plaza on a
daily basis.

Given all those elements, Aron says he is
not surprised to have gotten an immediate
response upon offering Teaticket Plaza to the
market earlier this week. “It is just what a lot of
) people are looking for,” he relays, citing a man-

proven location as among the major pluses. Multiple lending
sources are also available for investors operating in that deal
range, notes Aron, making the prospects of finding a buyer who
can get financing even more encouraging.

The Teaticket listing also helps carry over momentum
enjoyed during Aron’s first year at KeyPoint, a Burlington-based
firm active in all aspects of retail real estate, including leasing,
management and sales. The $2.9 million sale of South Plaza in
Milford last summer was among Aron’s accomplishments during
2010. Business could have been even busier, he says, were retail
owners willing to come off the sidelines with product, but thus
far, the selections have been muted. That drought could be final-
ly coming to a close, Aron says, buttressing other accounts that
an assemblage of retail properties will be hitting the sales block
this spring. “We’re hopeful,” says Aron, a veteran broker and

Michael Greene of MFS says in a pre-
pared statement regarding Fox RPM’s
selection that his firm is “eager to enter the
design phase of the project.” Adds Greene,
“With Fox’s assistance, we are looking for-
ward to this project being completed on
schedule and with as little interruption to
our staff and operations as possible.”

MFS could be further mollified by the
outcome of a similarly sized undertaking,
that being Fox RPM’s recent engagement
to build out 203,000 sf in Burlington on
behalf of Avid Technology for that firm’s
headquarters.

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2007. As now, 2 Oliver St. was acquired in
need of an upgrade but at the time consid-
ered a safe bet by most observers given a
booming office market that was pushing
rents to record levels. Indeed, just days ear-
lier, nearby 2 Liberty Sq. had been scooped
up for $23 million by Neelon Properties, a
savvy old-line company fresh off its suc-
cessful development and flip of a prime
property on Route 128 in Waltham. Neelon’s
partner on the 11-story, 67,000-sf Class B
office building? That would be AEW, which
proudly touted the purchase of 2 Liberty
Sq. in a press release full of rosy predictions
regarding the asset’s future.

Flash forward to 2011, and while AEW
and Saracen Properties are tackling 2 Oliver
St. full of vim and vigor, 2 Liberty Sq. has
quietly faded from AEW’s portfolio, with
nary a mention of the transfer over the hol-
idays to AEGON USA in what may prove to
be the most surreptitious take back of a
Financial District office building in recent
memory, or non-memory, as it were. By
comparison, the 2 Oliver St. takeover gar-
nered extensive coverage after being origi-
nally unveiled by The Real Reporter.

AEW and Neelon were less loquacious
exiting 2 Liberty Sq. than they were enter-
ing that so-called jewel-box building after
shelling out an estimated $343 per sf for the

Second Chance

BOSTON — As for 2 Liberty Sq.’s chances
of recovery, new leasing agent Jason
Cameron is quite upbeat that AEGON’s
USA’s plan to boost occupancy will suc-
ceed, with the property now unencumbered
from the debt burden that had been so dele-
terious to AEW’s and Neelon Properties

adding that the strong sponsorship offered
by Taurus has been a further benefit. “That
always helps,” he says given the prevalence
of landlords without the capital available for
tenant improvements and upkeep.

platform. “It’s got great bones, and we are
looking forward to getting it leased,” says
Cameron, an established downtown broker
who is teaming up with G&E colleague
Matthew Twombly to handle the listing.
While still in its infancy, with the G&E flag
not even up on the facade as of press dead-
line, the campaign already has a couple of
things going for it, according to Cameron,
including “an awesome location,” and ten-
ant base weighted towards smaller space
requirements such as those that can be
accommodated at 2 Liberty Sq. Tenants
needing between 5,000 and 7,000 sf can
have an entire floor, another local broker
notes. That source and Cameron cite favor-
able window lines that provide good views
and plentiful light as another attraction.
Many tenants are also drawn to office
buildings featuring old-world charm and
architecture, a phenomenon that prompt-
ed the sharp run-up in pricing for bite-
sized historic buildings during the boom
period. Some fetched well over $400 per
sf, and there were plenty of bidders who
pushed the prices up at both 2 Liberty Sq.
and 2 Oliver St. Now that the financial
dust has settled and a better-positioned
owner is in charge, 2 Liberty Sq. is back on
the map as a leasing option, according to a
G&E rival who is among those anticipating
a favorable response from tenants. “It
always leased well,” says the broker who
had not been previously apprised of the
ownership switch or G&E’s selection as
agent. “Jason is a great broker,” relays the
source.
